Select Amateur Hi Point Pattern - Must show in 2 of 3 classes listed and to four judges 
Sel Am Showmanship, Sel Am Horsemanship, Sel Am Hunt Seat Equitation 

Youth Hi Point Pattern - Must show in 2 of 3 classes listed and to four judges 
Yth Showmanship, Yth Horsemanship, Yth Hunt Seat Equitation 

Amateur L1 Hi Point Pattern - Must show in 2 of 3 classes listed and to four judges 
Am L1 Showmanship, Am L1 Horsemanship, Am  L1Hunt Seat Equitation

Class Circuit Awards 

Exhibitors & Owners must be PCQHA members in good standing prior to start of the show 
Points are awarded on a single horse/exhibitor combination 

1. Youth, Amateur & Youth All breed Walk/Trot – Circuit Awards are determined on a single horse/exhibitor 
combination  

2. Open Division – Circuit Awards are determined by the horse 
3. If a class is combined one day and not the other, then there will be two Circuit Awards.  If the class is 

combined both days, there will be only one Circuit Award. 
4. Must show under all judges to be eligible for a Circuit Award. 
5. In case of a tie, the tie -breaker judge will determine the winner. 
6. No awards will be presented until all points have been verified. 
7. All awards must be claimed at the show and cannot be mailed or shipped. 

Daily Class Awards 

1. Daily class ribbons 1st thru 3rd  or  Daily class Vendor Bucks – 1st pays $2 and 2nd thru 5th pays $1.  
2. Vendor bucks maybe used with show vendors, food concession and/or towards show bill.   

Ranch Trail Stakes - $2500 added 

1. Entry Fee $100 with $35 to the office 
2. Minimum 10 entries with a maximum of 30 entries 
3. Open to All Breeds however AQHA Rules apply 
4. Friday evening, August 30th performance following the conclusion of AQHA Ranch Trail 
5. Trail Pattern will be posted approximately 1 hour before the class starts 
6. No warmup will be set, and riders will not be allowed to walk the pattern 
7. Buckle to Overall First with Ribbons thru 6th  
8. Buckle to Highest Placing Non-Pro with ribbons thru 6th 
9. Payout made across the board (Pros & Non-Pros combined) with levels determined by number of entries 

and paid  

NSBA 3 & 4 Trail Stakes - $500 added 

1. Entry Fee $100 with $35 to the office 
2. Minimum of 3 horses required to offer this class 
3. AQHA & NSBA Rules apply 
4. Will run in conjunction with AQHA Jr Trail (#424) on Saturday, August 31, 2024, and you must enter the 

AQHA class to participate 
5. Buckle to First, Ribbons thru 6th.  Payout levels determined by number of entries 

Western Pleasure 1st Year Green Horse 4&U - $500 added 

1. Entry Fee $100 with $35 to the office 
2. Minimum of 3 horses required to offer this class 
3. Open to All Breeds however AQHA & NSBA Rules apply 
4. To be held on Sunday September 1st, 2024  
5. Buckle to First, Ribbons thru 6th.  Payout levels determined by number of entries 

DEFINITION/ELIGIBILTY of 1st Year Green – A horse in their first year (as of Jan 1, 2024) of showing under saddle.  
Horses shown prior to Jan 1, 2024, in any riding class at any breed or open show are not eligible.  Horses may have 
been exhibited in halter, showmanship or trail in hand
